A1.
Basis of preparation

The interim financial statements are unaudited and have been prepared in accordance with the requirements of FRS 134 : Interim Financial Reporting and paragraph 9.22 and Part A of Appendix 9B of the Listing Requirements of Bursa Malaysia Securities Berhad (“Bursa Securities”). The interim financial statements should be read in conjunction with the Group’s financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2006.

The explanatory notes attached to the interim financial statements provide an explanation of events and transactions that are significant to an understanding of the changes in the financial position and performance of Freight Management Holdings Bhd (“FMH” or “Company”) and its subsidiary companies (“Group”).

The accounting principles, method of computation and bases used for this quarterly financial report are consistent with those previously adopted in the preparation of the annual financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2006 except for the adoption of Financial Reporting Standards (“FRS”) that came into effect for financial period beginning on or after 1 January 2006 and early adoption of FRS 117 “Leases”.

Qualification of Annual Financial Statements

The audit report of the Group’s most recent annual audited financial statements for the year ended 30 June 2006 was not qualified.

Seasonality or cyclicality factors

The Group’s business operation results were not materially affected by any major seasonal or cyclical factors.

There were no items of unusual nature and amounts affecting assets, liabilities, equity, net income or cash flows during the period under review except for the followings : -
i) Adoption of FRS 3 whereby the reserve on consolidation brought forward as of 1 July 2006 amounted to RM4,433,214 was derecognized and adjusted to opening retained earnings; 
ii) Adoption of FRS 101 whereby minority interests were presented within total equity and share of result of associated company was stated at after-tax; and
iii) Adoption of FRS 117 whereby the leasehold land was reclassified as Prepaid Lease Payment.

There were no changes in estimates of amounts reported in prior financial years that have material effect in the current quarter.

A final dividend of 2.0 sen per share less tax at 27%, amounting to RM1,243,920, in respect of previous financial year ended 30 June 2006, was paid on 18 January 2007.

PART B : ADDITIONAL INFORMATION REQUIRED BY THE LISTING REQUIREMENTS OF BURSA SECURITIES

B1.
Review of performance

The Group recorded a revenue of RM44.3 million compared to a revenue of RM37.1 million in the preceding year corresponding quarter; registering a growth of 19.5%.  Revenue from seafreight increased by 20.5% or RM4.4 million and revenue from brokerage operations increased by 42.5% or RM1.3 million.  Railfreight revenue decreased by RM0.8 million during this period due to slower traffic as a result of locomotive shortage.  The tug & barge operations increased by 84.8% or RM2 million for the current quarter compared to only one month revenue posted in preceding year corresponding quarter.
Overall, the Group registered a Profit before tax of RM2.9 million in the current quarter as compared to RM2.6 million in the preceding year corresponding quarter, an increase of RM0.3 million. 
B2.
Variation of results against preceding quarter

Compared to the immediate preceding quarter, the Group’s revenue recorded a decrease of 4.7% or RM2.2 million. The decrease in revenue was noted in seafreight where there is a drop of 11% or RM3.1 million and railfreight decreased by RM0.3 million.  Revenue from other services such as tug and barge and custom brokerage increased by RM0.7 and RM0.5 million respectively. Traditionally, the third quarter normally registers the lowest in revenue and volume as compared with the other quarters due to the festive season and shorter working month of February.
The Group’s profit before tax of RM2.9 million for the current quarter is approximately 9.0% lower than the profit before tax of RM3.2 million in the immediate preceding quarter. This is due to corresponding drop in gross profit as a result of lower revenue registered during this period.

Current year prospects
The Board of Directors of FMH expects a favourable growth performance of the Group for the financial year ending 30 June 2007.
B4.
Variance of actual and forecast profit

The Group has not provided any quarterly profit forecast and therefore no variance information is available for the quarter under review.
